WHAT IS THE PEER TUTORING CENTER?
The Peer Tutoring Center is a place where
students who need help, especially in
introductory-level courses, can visit and receive
free tutoring services and academic assistance.

WHO ARE THE TUTORS?

Tutoring services are offered by peers,
undergraduate and postgraduate students of
the University (Peer Tutors). Peer Tutors are
students that are employed by the University
and who have excelled in the course they tutor.
Their goal is to assist you with the course
content and to help you develop successful
study skills.

WHICH COURSES ARE SUPPORTED

BY THE PEER TUTORING CENTER?

The courses that are supported by the Center
are selected at the beginning of each academic
semester. It is important to remember that
tutoring services do not substitute lectures or
the help that faculty members can provide to
students, but just offer another type of academic
assistance in aadition to the above.

HOW DOES THE PEER TUTORING
CENTER WORK?

The Peer Tutoring Center can offer academic
assistance on an individual basis or in a group
setting. You can visit the Center any time during
its operating hours (walk-in) and meet on a
one-to-one basis with a tutor, or you can make
an appointment for a specific day and time. In
addition, the Center will organize group review
sessions before midterms and final exams.

You can gain a lot by visiting the Peer Tutoring
Center! With the help of the Peer Tutors you can
enhance your academic skills and develop
strong academic habits. You can develop a
better understanding of the course content and
improve your overall academic performance.
Finally, through the individualized tutoring
services you will be receiving at the Center, you
will have all your questions and concerns about
a specific course addressed, in a manner that
best suits your own individual learming style.
