Under the list of courses of the Fall and Spring semester, a new list shows all
courses the student is eligible to register for second examination. Above this list the
maximum number of ECTS credits that the student is allowed to register for second
examination appears.

Next to each course the ‘Select’ option appears which allows the student to select
the corresponding course for second examination.

When a course is selected (by pressing ‘Select’) the list showing the student choices
(named ‘Selected Courses’) is updated accordingly. Additionally, next to each
selected course, the ‘Delete’ allows the student to delete a given course from those
for second examination.

Students are allowed to alter their choices throughout the registration period as many
times as they want (by pressing the ‘Delete’ and ‘Select’ options). At the end of the
registration period (August 24) no alteration is possible and the existing student
choices will be added officially to the system, together with the relevant charges.
Changes after this date and time are not possible.

The examination timetable for the second examination will be posted on online on
the University’s website (www.frederick.ac.cy) by the Studies and Student Welfare
Service.

ACCESSING YOUR GRADES

Questionnaire. The completion of the questionnaire is anonymous. Faculty members do not have access to amy student identifying information and they view their
owverall course evaluation score only after they submit their grades. Your feedback is very important for improving the quality of teaching and the programs
of study.
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NEW GRADING SYSTEM

As of this academic year (October 2023) the University i implementing the Mew Grading System, inwhich the course final grade (total of continuous and final

aszessment) iz expressed numerical, with one decimal point (i.e. 8.3) and not with a letter grade, (i.e. A, B etc) as before. For example, if the total course grade
is 93%, based on the old grading system, the grade would appesar 2= "A while with the new the grade will appear as 9.3

The transfer to the new system in the Extranet platform will be completed gradually. Until then, you may rot have some access to seme functions, such as your
transcript. which you will be able to request from the Studies Office via Bxtranet [Student Services O certificates).

The implementation of the new grading system will not affect the scholarship schemes for students who commenced their studies before Fall 2023, For more
